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Minutes of Meeting, 6 June 2012
Location was at the Havana Auto Parts and Machine Shop, 850 S.Havana St., Aurora Colorado. The meeting was called to order by the president, Dick Thompson, at 7:32 pm, undeterred by a tornado warning. Officers present were Dick Thompson, president; Gary Canady, 1st vice president; Dick Fritz, secretary; and Tom Kay, treasurer.  35 member clubs were represented.  Guests and new representatives were introduced. Darryl Ryan (Havana Auto Parts) was thanked for hosting this meeting.

Guest speakers:

Gayle Jetcheck described the Havana Business Improvement District (BID) and its commitment to promoting the Cruizn’ Havana  event.

Diane Santana of Cruise Holidays and Travel at the Ranch is the sponsor of Carnival Cruise prizes to be awarded at the Cruizn’ Havana, Front Range Airport, and Colfax Cruise poker runs.  She also is promoting the idea that clubs arrange a car club boat cruise with a car-oriented theme. A Caribbean Cruise might involve a stop for the Daytona 500 race, for example. Jim Sack from the Mountain States Chapter of the Paralyzed Veterans of America described the car show and get together at Duke’s Back Street Saloon at  1150 S.Galena in Aurora in the morning of June 16th.  This could be tied in with the Havana Cruise which starts on that afternoon.   
Legislative issues:  Leo Boyle described the confusing conclusion of the 2012 Colorado Legislative Session, and noted that primaries for several seats will be held on June 26th.  Marsha Looper, who has helped present our legislative concerns will be in a contest with another current legislator.  Leo urged that our members capitalize on the PR value of getting to know candidates and providing cars for parades when asked.  It helps to make car clubs and the hobby visible. He noted that CCCC does not buy influence but relies on good relations.  

Minutes of the May 2nd meeting were approved as published.

Minutes as published on the CCCC web site: There have been questions about the wisdom of issuing financial information to the public on the web site. Following discussion, it was moved and seconded that the minutes as published on the web site exclude the Council’s financial information.  Motion passed.   Minutes as sent to representatives will continue to include finances.

Treasurer’s Report:  Tom Kay provided the following balances as of the end of May:

Havana Cruise (June 16):  A final coordination meeting was held just prior to the council meeting and everything is going ahead on schedule.  As usual, last minute volunteers are welcomed. 
Colfax Marathon:  Dick Thompson reported that there was a good turnout of cars from clubs at critical points on the marathon.  This should result in good P.R. for the Colfax Cruise in September.
Swap Meet in conjunction with the Front Range Airport Vintage Aircraft and Car Show (August 18):  Roger Zaner has issued volunteer worker signup sheets.  Workers get a free breakfast and free lunch, and clubs that provide workers share in the profits of the event.  Vendor move-in will begin at noon on Friday, August 17.  Clubs are urged to consider having a swap space to sell parts and welcome potential members. Workers will be needed for registration, traffic and parking, poker walk, and clean up. All told, about 55 volunteers are needed.  We are considering having a vintage car auction later in the afternoon, using one of the Front Range Airport hangars.  There will of course also be the car show and air show on that day, and also a Poker Walk.
